APPENDIX K

Zoning: Prior Ordinances

INTRODUCTORY NOTE: The present zoning ordinance (Ordinance 602), which com-
prises Chapter 27, is an amendment, replacement and codification of all prior zoning
ordinances into one ordinance. Because those earlier ordinances have not been repealed
and are of continuing interest primarily in researching the status of permitted and non-
conforming uses as of specific dates, they are listed here, in chronological order.
